Dip pen and 2-3 variations of nib/OR 2-3 x good quality permanent ink writing pens in a variety of
line widths eg Staedtler, Sharpies, Faber Castell Pitt artist pens, simple everyday biros

Brushes: as a minimum |x small and |x med. sized round pointed brush, |x med. flat brush (2-5mm)
Low tack masking tape (lilac)

Wet strength or watercolour paper in a range of different sizes (can be hot or cold pressed). Suggest
a pad of 250-300gsm A5 watercolour paper (min. 8 sheets) and a larger sized (A3 or A4) 300gsm
Fabriano mixed media pad

Good quality drawing paper
