A range of paintbrushes (min. 1 x small, round pointed brush,1 x flat brush approx 3-4cm wide) 
Wet strength or watercolour paper in a range of different sizes (can be hot or cold pressed) 
Drawing paper (NB all paper can be purchased on site at BSA if preferred) 
Palette knife or spatula 
Rubber brush or old credit/bank card 
1-2 permanent ink writing pens 
Low tack masking tape (lilac)  
 
Optional 
Dip pen with nibs of own choice 
Calligraphic brush 
Larger sized paper 
A board to work upon 
Masking fluid
